
New Delhi: Union Law Minister Salman
Khurshid has called for an independent
inquiry into allegations of forgery and misap-
propriation of funds against him and his fam-
ily. While speaking to Karan Thapar on
Devil's Advocate, Khurshid said that he's
ready to resign if the channel (CNN-IBN)
wants him to right now. The Congress minis-
ter also dared his critics to prove the corrup-
tion charges against him.

"No body has said that we have embezzled
Rs 71 lakhs. If somebody has said there has
been an embezzlement, the answer is no. It is
so stupid that I will allow a trust associated
with me to embezzle Rs 71 lakhs," clarified
Khurshid.

Challenging IAC member Arvind
Kejriwal, Khurshid said, "If the camps did not
take place, they must get the money back and
if the camps didn't take place, I have lot to
answer but actually the camps took place. I
inaugurated the camp, my other colleagues
inaugurated camps. We have given the entire
data of that to the ministry. The ministry has
audited accounts of the camps, the pictures of
the camps, list of people has been given.' He
also said that there was no forgery of signa-
tures as said by Kejriwal and his team. The
Union Minister also called out to the media
and said that it is time for media to answer

too. "You want me to resign? I
will resign on your channel but Karan
(Thapar), it is time for all of you to be careful
about what you do," said Khurshid.

A TV sting operation had revealed certain

irregularities in the usage of funds at the NGO
run by Khurshid's wife Louise for the differ-
ently-abled, the Zakir Hussain Memorial
Trust. IAC activists also accused the duo of
not organising health camps in 10 of the 17
districts they had demanded funds from the
Centre for. Khurshid, who was in London for
the past two days, returned to India on
Sunday. Louise had said that Khurshid would
respond to all the allegations upon his return.
She added that she herself has demanded a
probe into the charges.

Activist Arvind Kejriwal
on Saturday launched a 'bijli-
paani satyagraha' in New Delhi
to protest against 'inflated'
power and water bills and hike
in tariffs by restoring electrici-
ty connection to the household
of a labourer which was dis-
connected for non-payment of
bills. The protest was launched
at Tigri Colony on Saturday
morning when Kejriwal and
his supporters restored the
power connection of the
labourer, who claimed that he
got a bill for Rs 15,000 last
month and connection discon-
nected as he could not pay it.

"Bijli Paani satyagraha has
started in Delhi. Stop paying
electricity and water bills till
Delhi government withdraws
tariff hikes. Let's unite and
fight corruption. If they dis-
connect power, people will
reach in large numbers to
reconnect," Kejriwal said. He

said Delhi will show the way
in this "Civil Disobedience
Movement. "I will personally
come and reconnect your elec-
tricty connection if they dis-
connect. I will take the punish-
ment. We are ready to go to jail
for this. Let's not accept cor-
ruption and injustice," he said.
He claimed that MPs and for-
mer MPs owe huge amounts to
power companies but their
connections were not discon-
nected. "Poor people are being
terrorized," he said. He said the
India Against Corruption will
hold a dharna tomorrow and
burn electricity bills in 114
municipal wards. "The Delhi
government must roll back the
hike before November three or
we will protest again on
November 4 and gherao Sheila
Dikshit's house. We challenge
them to try to cut the electrici-
ty of anyone in Delhi,"
Kejriwal said.

SPMinister tries to abduct
CMO after being denied
'undue favour' in NRHM

New Delhi: In a bizarre
case of kidnapping which
shows why hooliganism is
still a major challenge in Uttar
Pradesh, a Samajwadi Party
Minister allegedly abducted
the Chief Medical Officer of
Gonda in an attempt to force
his friends' names into the list
of contractual doctors under
the National Rural Health
Mission (NRHM).

Sources say when the
CMO told the minister Vinod
Kumar Singh alias Pandit
Singh, that the appointment
process was computerised, he
abducted the CMO and his
clerks as well.

While the kidnapping
attempt failed as the CMO
managed to flee and contacted
the authorities for help, Singh
now claims that no such kid-
napping took place.
"Allegations leveled are false.
This is a conspiracy. There
was no kidnapping," he said.

Weeks before he resigned as
Maharashtra Deputy Chief Minister,
Ajit Pawar made public his efforts to
get national status accorded to the
lower Penganga irrigation project in
Yavatmal. What Pawar did not dwell
on, was how, the project in limbo
since 97 was revived by him hurried-
ly, just ahead of the 2009 assembly
elections. The awarding of tenders,
most of them in one single day, to an
elite handful of contractors at inflated
costs, is a study in the modus operan-
di adopted in this irrigation scam.

The cost of the project was hiked 6
times from Rs 1402 crores to whop-
ping Rs 9029 crores. Cornering the
share of that pie were 6 contractors,
allegedly cronies of the minister.
While his party decried the irregulari-

ties in the Penganga project inside the
assembly, BJPMPAjay Sancheti got a
lion's share, more than a third of the
Rs 3210 crores worth of tenders
awarded.

Among the list of the politically

connected that was awarded contracts
- MET CAPS Engineering and M/S
Bajoria Construction, an NCPMLC
close to Ajit Pawar worth Rs 533
crores, Soma (owned by the contro-
versial Avinash Bhonsle and
Shaktikumar Sancheti worth Rs
926.05 crores, Manisha infrastructure
controlled by NCP MLC Satish
Chavan worth Rs 397.63 crores, SMS
infrastructure of Ajay Sancheti again
with D Thakkar worth Rs 297.93
crores. All these tenders were in
excess of 10 per cent above the esti-
mated costs. 

Government rules clearly stipulate
that any tender quoting 5 per cent
above the estimated costs needs the
approval of secretary finance planning
and water resources to circumvent

that the Minister revised the original
estimates post the bids. The clear-
ances were given simply on the signa-
tures of minister Pawar and VIDC
executive director Shirkhe.

Additionally the consulting engi-
neers for the survey planning and
design of the left bank mail canal
wrote warning the government of rev-
enue loss of Rs 1000 crores benefiting
the contractors. The canal alignment
was technically imperfect and cost
inflated. This letter was ignored.

The Vadneer Committee in its
report had squarely indicted the
Vidharbha irrigation development
corporation for awarding tenders at
exorbitant rates and revising estimates
beyond the scope of government
rules.

Belgaum: By getting President Pranab
Mukherjee to unveil Karnatakas second state secre-
tariat Suvarna Soudha in this northern city on
Thursday, the government has sought to consolidate
its stranglehold on the border area to which
Maharashtra has long staked claim. Mukherjee is on
his first visit to Karnataka after becoming the presi-
dent in July. "The historic event fulfils a long-pend-
ing demand of the people in the region, as the new
secretariat brings governance to their doorstep and
hopefully puts an end to the border dispute with the
neighbouring state," a senior official told IANS in
Belgaum, about 500 km from the state capital
Bangalore.

Built at a revised cost of Rs 391 crore on a 127-
acre sprawling land atop a hillock on the city's out-
skirts, the magnificent structure is a replica of the
imposing Vidhana Soudha in Bangalore, which was
constructed in the Indo-Saracen style in 1956 by
Kengal Hanumanthaiah, second chief minister of the
erstwhile Mysore state. The decision to build the
second secretariat was taken by the Janata Dal-
Secular (JD-S)-Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) coali-
tion government in 2006 to provide administrative
services to the people of the 12 northern districts and

hold the winter session of the state legislature there
every year. Shifting the building location from the
city to outskirts and delays in execution escalated its
initial cost from Rs 230 crore when the foundation
was laid in January 2009 by former chief minister
B.S. Yeddyurappa. "As this city is centrally located
in the region, the people of north Karnataka need not
travel to far away Bangalore, which is tucked in the
southern corner of the state, to meet their public rep-
resentatives or top officials for their requirements.
The new secretariat will save their time, energy and
money," the official pointed out.

Suvarna Soudha boasts of a 450-seat central hall
on the lines of one in parliament in New Delhi, with
state-of-the art lighting, sound systems and electron-
ic gadgets. "As a four-storeyed structure for execu-
tive and legislature under one roof, the secretariat
also has a 300-seat assembly hall and a 100-seat
council hall for the lawmakers and two conference
halls of 350 and 150 seat capacity. About 1,000 offi -
cials can function with their support staff to address
the people's needs," said the official, who was close-
ly associated with the project. Belgaum is the fourth
largest city in Karnataka after Bangalore, Hubli-
Dharwad and Mysore. It was carved out of the

Bombay Presidency/State and merged into Mysore
state during the reorganistion of the states on linguis-
tic lines in 1956 along with 262 villages bordering
Maharashtra. When a defiant Maharashtra staked
claim to Belgaum and the dominant Marathi-speak-
ing villages, the federal government set up a four-
member commission in June 1960 under the chair-
manship of Mehr Chand Mahajan, a former chief
justice of the Supreme Court, to resolve the border
dispute between the two warring states.

The Mahajan Commission, however, rejected
Maharashtara's claim on Belgaum but recommend-
ed in its report exchange of several villages
between the two states after eliciting the opinion of
the people in the border areas to settle the dispute.
Maharashtra not only rejected the commission's
report even after it was tabled in parliament in
1966, but dragged the border dispute to the
Supreme Court where the case is pending for argu-
ments and disposal. Though the jury is still out,
Karnataka remains unfazed by the legal wrangles
and is going ahead with efforts to establish the sec-
ond seat of power at Belgaum for providing admin-
istration and governance to the people.

Neyveli: MDMK leader
Vaiko was arrested in Neyveli
on Friday when he along with
his party workers tried to
picket the Neyveli Lignite
Corporation office, demand-
ing the public sector unit stop
power supply to Karnataka,
which has stopped release of
Cauvery water to Tamil Nadu.
Police said Vaiko and about
1000 party workers took out a
procession and were arrested
while on their way to the NLC
office.

Speaking to reporters later,
Vaiko slammed Karnataka for
not releasing the required
quantum of Cauvery water to

Tamil Nadu as per the
September 19 directive of the
Cauvery River Authority
(CRA), which was upheld by
the Supreme Court. "The
Union government has not
taken proper action against
Karnatka," he said. Karnataka
had said it would not accept
the Cauvery Monitoring
Committee's decision on
Thursday that Tamil Nadu
should get 8.85 tmc of water
between October 16 and 31.
The "award" of the
Committee is based on find-
ings of a central team that vis-
ited Karnataka and Tamil
Nadu last week.

It cannot get bigger than
this. The Assembly elections
in Gujarat, where Narendra
Modi is looking to become
the Chief Minister of the
state for a fourth term, while
also setting his eyes on tran-
sition to the national level
and become the Prime
Minister of India. 

Given the ambitions that
Narendra Modi harbours, it
will not be misplaced to say
that these polls are going to
be a make or break elections
for him. If he manages to
cross the finishing line, then
his claim in the Bhartiya
Janata Party to be their prime
ministerial candidate will
become stronger. 

But then it is not going to
be a cakewalk for him with
his troop of detractors grow-
ing by the day. It is no secret
that a section of the RSS is
against the candidature of
Modi given his penchant for
being dictatorial, as claimed
by few. The much publicized
spat with his bête noire
Sanjay Joshi, the breakaway
from the saffron party by one
time CM of Gujarat
Keshubhai Patel and the
ghost of 2002 Gujarat riots
have all added to his woes.
To top it, the Vishwa Hindu
Parishad has said they will
campaign against the man
who has been at the helm of
Gujarat for more than a
decade. 

The Election Commission
of India in an announcement
which many were eagerly
waiting for said on October
03 that Assembly elections in
Gujarat will take place in two
phases - December 13 and

17, with counting of votes on
December 20. 

Much before the EC
announced the all important
dates; Narendra Modi had
embarked on his month-long
Vivekananda Yuva Vikas
Yatra on September 11 with
an idea to cover the major
parts of the state.
Interestingly, this was the
day when spiritual leader
Swami Vivekanada made his
historic speech at the
Chicago Conference of
World Religions, 150 years
ago. 

This was the first major
campaigning exercise under-

taken by Modi whereas the
Congress has already organ-
ised four yatras. 

Throughout his yatra,
while on the one hand Modi
has been talking about the

development of the state
under his leadership, on the
other he has been relentless

in targeting the UPA-2 gov-
ernment at the Centre and
Prime Minister Manmohan

Singh. And very recently he
accused the Congress presi-
dent Sonia Gandhi of spend-
ing 1880 crore public money
on her treatment and travel
abroad.  However, this time
around, probably, Modi's
strategy to personally target
the Gandhi family seems to
have backfired on him with
the Central Information
Commission saying on the
day that the EC announced
the dates for state elections
that the Government of India
did not make any expendi-
ture on the UPA chairper-

son's treatment abroad. 
In a gesture which took

many by surprise Modi had
offered to tender a public
apology if his charge was
found to be false. What will
the Gujarat CM do now?
Will he stick to his allega-
tions or will he backtrack?
Has his modus operandi of
targeting the Gandhi family
backfired on him? These are
the questions that will haunt
the saffron party in due
course of time. 

Meanwhile, in what can
be said to be lessons learnt
from the past Sonia Gandhi
while kick-starting the
Congress' campaign in
Rajkot on October 03
addressing a huge farmers'
rally, clearly avoided directly
attacking Narendra Modi.
Remember, her 'Maut ka
Sudagar' attack on Modi in a
previous edition of state
elections had backfired on
the Congress party with the
BJPusing the personal attack
to its advantage. 

Instead she said, "Some
people like to take credit for
the progress of the state, let

them do it but it is the people
of Gujarat and Saurashtra
who have earned a name for
themselves world over
through hard work." Adding
- "It is unfortunate that our
opponents only see darkness
and cannot see the develop-
ment". 

However, with many pre-
dicting that the incumbent
Chief Minister will come
back to power in 2012, it is
surely going to be an uphill
task for the Congress leaders
to give Modi a tough fight on
his own turf.

Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh elections:
Both Congress, BJPconfident of win
A day after elections were announced to the Himachal Pradesh and Gujarat state assembles,

both the Congress and the BJPon Thursday exuded confidence and said they were sure of vic-
tory. While Himachal will go to polls on Nov 4, Gujarat will vote on Dec 13 and 17. Results
will be out on Dec 20. Both the states are ruled by the Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) and the
Congress is desperate to dislodge it. BJPspokesperson Prakash Javadekar told IANS: "We are
winning both the states, on the basis of our performance, with increased margins." The
Congress said it has "a fairly good chance of winning" in Gujarat where Chief Minister
Narendra Modi, who took office in 2001, is seeking a third term in a row. "Our expectations
have doubled in Gujarat. People are not happy with the Modi government, which is facing seri-
ous anti-incumbency this time. That is why he is attacking Sonia Gandhi," Congress
spokesperson PC Chacko told IANS.

The Gujarat outcome is widely tipped to have an impact on the political future of Modi and
the BJPwith the next Lok Sabha election due in 2014. Modi's supporters say he would be a
strong contender for the party's prime ministerial candidate if he leads the BJPto power for a
third time in a row. A defeat will be a setback both for the BJPand Modi, puncturing his claim
to national leadership. Chacko said the Congress had learnt lessons from the past mistakes and
would win in Himachal Pradesh as it was "united". "Himachal has been a strong state for us.
We made some mistakes in the last election. But we are united this time," Chacko told IANS.

As many as 37.8 million voters would be eligible to pick a 182-member house in Gujarat.
Himachal Pradesh has a 68-member assembly and 4.5 million voters. These will be the most
important state elections since Uttar Pradesh, India's most populous state, voted in February-
March this year, along with Goa, Punjab, Uttarakhand and Manipur.

Islamabad: After weeks of wran-
gling, Pakistan Supreme Court on
Wednesday approved a third draft of a
letter that will ask Swiss authorities to
revive graft cases against Asif Ali
Zardari, with the government making it
clear that any proceedings in that coun-
try would be conditional to the immuni-
ty available to the President.

Law Minister Farooq Naek submit-
ted the draft letter to a five-judge bench
headed by Justice Asif Saeed Khosa,
which approved the document after
examining it behind closed doors.

The draft letter -- the third presented
by the government before the court
which had objected to the contents of
the previous two -- made it clear that
any proceedings in Switzerland would
be conditional to the immunity provided
to the President by the Constitution and
Pakistani and international laws.

Referring to a letter written to Swiss
authorities in 2007 by the then Attorney
General Malik Qayyum for closing the
cases against Zardari, the latest draft
said that document should be considered
as retracted and "never written".

Restoration of legal assistance
between the two countries was also
referred to in the draft.

However, the apex court turned
down Naek's request to withdraw a con-
tempt notice issued to Prime Minister
Raja Pervez Ashraf, saying a decision in

this regard could be taken only after the
issue of approaching the Swiss authori-
ties is fully resolved.

On being asked by the bench how
long it would take to send the letter to
Switzerland, Naek said the draft would
have to be translated into French and
then sent through the Foreign Ministry.

He sought four weeks to complete
the process and the court accepted his
request. The court subsequently
adjourned the case till November 14.

Over the past few weeks, the govern-
ment and the court have sparred on the
issue of framing the formal request for
the revival of cases against Zardari over
the alleged laundering of some USD 60
million. Reports said the initial drafts
only mentioned that the government
would inform Swiss authorities that the
letter sent in 2007 for closing the cases
had been withdrawn. There was also no
mention of the revival of mutual legal

assistance. At the same time, the govern-
ment insisted that the letter should men-
tion the immunity available to the
President under the Constitution and
international laws and conventions.

Official sources told PTI that the two
sides had reached a compromise follow-
ing several consultations between Naek
and the judges in their chambers during
recent hearings.

Naek said the draft approved by the
apex court would not affect "the legal
rights and defences of the President
under national and international laws
and the Constitution." "There will be
no trial (of the President). It is not writ-
ten in draft that there will be a trial.
There is no case in that country
(Switzerland), not in the past, now or in
the future. No question of a trial arises,
there was only an investigation," he
told reporters after the hearing. Naek
said Zardari had spent about 10 years in
jail though none of the corruption
charges against him in Pakistan or
abroad had been proved. He dispelled
the impression that the government had
struck a deal with the apex court over
the letter. "We conveyed our reserva-
tions to the apex court and similarly,
the court expressed its reservations," he
said. Justice Khosa read the draft letter
in the courtroom and said it was ready
to be sent to the Swiss authorities.
